Course Change Requests
This year, we will be processing all change requests via office form which will be available August 29% at 3 pm on the
school website/ via email and the form closes Sept 5 Students should fill out the office form to send any requests to
the counsellor assigned to their last name. Students must attend all classes scheduled on their timetables (even if
they are requesting an adjustment). Students should not assume that a course change can be made. Counsellors will
do their best to honour the requests, but there are limitations based on what is available. Counsellors will call students
-from their scheduled classes to discuss requests, where spaces are available.
